2023 where the school starts the 2024 school 
year in Term 4, 2023, or Friday, 25 August 2023, 
where the school starts the 2024 school year in 
Term 1, 2024

	� download a copy of your personalised 
examination timetable/s for the written and 
practical ATAR course examinations from 
Tuesday, 5 September 2023

	� download a copy of your Physical Education Studies 
practical examination information – sport to be 
examined and skill level

	� download a copy of your approved special 
examination arrangements

	� download a copy of your sickness/misadventure 
outcome

	� check your results on Monday, 18 December 2023

	� view and download digital copies of your WACE, 
WASSA, ATAR course reports, ATAR examination 
results, and any awards from mid-January 2024.

	• Your password has been set to Nnddmmyyyy, 
where Nn is the first two letters of your family 
name, the first as a capital letter (A–Z) and 
the second as lower case (a–z), followed by 
ddmmyyyy, which is your date of birth in  
day month year format. 

	• When you log in to the student portal for the 
first time, you will be prompted to change your 
password.
